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WASHINGTON (CNN) -- The Obama administration islceg together a wide range of officials next month
to address how to end accidents caused by digtrants#orists. The likelihood of a crash due to texti
disproportionately affects truckers, according toeeent study. The September summit will bring tbge
transportation experts, safety advocates, law eafoent officers and members of Congress, Trarespmnt
Secretary Ray LaHood said Tuesday. LaHood saidytia is to develop a list of "concrete steps” tawar
reducing distracted-driving accidents. "We all kntexting while driving is dangerous,” the transptdn
chief said, "and | promise you we're going to dmething about it so that responsible drivers doatite to
worry every time they, or a loved one, get on thedt"

Last week, a Virginia Tech Transportation Institatady found that truck drivers who texted whiléviirg
were 23 times more likely to crash or nearly géb mrecks than undistracted drivers. Compared diiling,
talking, listening or reaching for an electronivide, texting posed the greatest accident risksthdy found

-- most likely due to the almost five seconds redears found the drivers' eyes were off the roadwhife
texting, said Rich Hanowski, director of the tramgption institute's Center for Truck and Bus Saféifter
the study's release, four Democratic senators nelggbwith a bill for a nationwide ban on textingileh
driving for car and truck drivers and operatorsr@ss transit. Sens. Charles Schumer of New YookeR
Menendez of New Jersey, Mary Landrieu of Louisi@mal Kay Hagan of North Carolina unveiled the
ALERT Drivers Act proposal last Wednesday.

The nonprofit law firm Public Advocates believesbpa transportation is a civil right, and the fedler
government agrees. This year, Federal Transit Agtnation (FTA) agreed with Guillermo Mayer of Pigbl

Advocates Law Firm, and found that Bay Area Rapidngit (BART) had violated the Civil Rights Act of
1964. The FTA had significant equity concerns ia tliew BART plans, and denied the system $70 million
funding.

BART instead of building expensive new rail lindéayer advocates a cheaper bus rapid transit sykiem
new BART projects. Bus rapid transit runs modemtizsuses on dedicated lanes, and "would serve
everybody's needs" according to Mayer. The FTAGEsien to deny funding has other communities taking
note. According to Mayer, transit agencies in Atdarwashington DC and Los Angeles are now payingemo
attention to how their decisions will affect lowcome and minority populations. Mayer says, "Thesfack
watching, and they want to make sure that civihtsgare not taken away.”

The BART system, for example, lost out on $70 wilin federal stimulus money for its plans to bl
elevated connector to the Oakland Airport.

Regional Transportation Roundtables (RTR) RTRs are created to choose projects
in each region based on an investment list deldveby the Department of
Transportation's Director of Planning. RTRs are posed of one county commission
chair from each county in the region, and one mggorcounty elected from a caucus
of mayors within each county in the region. In At&anta Regional Commission area,
the Mayor of Atlanta has a guaranteed seat on ffile R®r Fulton County and one
other mayor from that county is elected by a mayosacus. Five members of the
"4t & RTR will be elected by the entire Roundtable as Executive Committee, and two
members of the House and one Senate member fromegien shall also serve as
non-voting members of the Executive Committee. G@nAssembly members are
selected by respective chairs of the House andt&dmansportation Committees. The composition ef th
RTRs must be given to the GDOT Director of PlanrbggNovember 10, 2010.

Regional Planning & Project Selection Procesd ransportation investment criteria will be deyedd by the
GDOT Director of Planning based on the state-wittategic transportation plan and any comments from
members of the General Assembly, local governmentdetropolitan Planning Organizations submitted
before September 30, 2010. The director finalinesctiteria for each region by November 15, 2010.

The GDOT Director of Planning prepares a list ofgmtial transportation investment projects eligibe
funding each region based on the region's invedtoréeria. The list does not need to be fiscatipstrained.
The Director of Planning then delivers the lisetch region’'s executive committee. The executivenuittee
in each region then chooses the list of projects@esents it to their respective Roundtable RTRAbgust
15, 2011, for a final RTR vote. If an RTR rejedts list brought by the Executive Committee, the R&y
vote on individual amendments to the list, but @ctg must be chosen from the first example investrims
brought to the executive committee from the DirectbPlanning. A majority vote of the RTR is needed
move a finalized list forward.

If an RTR agrees to move forward on a referenduthimvithe region, a vote would be held in July 2012,
during the general primary election. If the votess®s by a majority of voters in the region, thewaxld be
imposed region wide regardless of whether a mgjtini¢é voters of any particular political subdivisigoted
against the tax.

Regional Opt-Out If a RTR fails to agree on an investment progrartspecial district gridlock" is declared
and there would be no vote within that region. Regichoosing to not move forward on a tax wouldbet
able to call for the tax for 24 months, and locavernments in the region would also be requireprtwide a

50 percent match for DOT funds such as the StatePxbgram and the Local Assistance Road Program
(LARP).

Funding Stipulations: Funds collected in any region which authorizes tiax must be spent within that
region. In the Atlanta Regional Commission areapéfent of the funds collected are distributetheocities
and counties based on the "LARP factor.” In otlegianal commission areas, 25 percent of funds cieke
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are distributed by this LARP factor. The LARP fadmrmula is problematic for cities becausesibased on
a 1/5: 4/5 split, with 1/5 of the ratio based orpplation and 4/5 of the ratio based on paved angaved
centerline road miles.

Transit Funding: The legislation allows the proceeds of any speflifdrict tax to be placed in a fund in each
region which could be spent on the maintenanceopedation of transit systems for at least 20 years.
